NOTICE OF RACE

DATE: Saturday 11th June, 2011

ORGANISING AUTHORITY: Parkstone Yacht Club.

RULES: The race will be held under the Racing Rules of Sailing 2009 - 2012, the prescriptions of 
the RYA, the appropriate class rules and the sailing instructions issued for the event.

CLASSES:  All dinghy or multihull classes with a current PYS number below 1435, XOD, Poole 
Dolphin and R19 classes.

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY: The Race organisers shall not be liable for any loss, damage, death or 
personal injury howsoever caused to the owner/competitor who warrants the suitability of 
their boat for the race.

START TIMES: The Warning Signal for the first class away will be at 1355 BST.  Start times for 
other classes will be detailed in the Sailing Instructions.

ENTRIES: All entries must be made on the appropriate form which must be given in to Parkstone  
Yacht Club office before the start of the race. 

There is no entry fee but a minimum donation to the ‘POOLE SAILABILITY  must accompany 
each entry. This is £5 for Youth classes and singlehanders; £10 for other classes. 

Competitors  are  invited  to  make  a  further  contribution  to  the  ‘Poole  Sailability’,  either 
through  an increased donation or through collection of sponsorship . 

Any competitor intended to enter a boat which is not an adopted class within the  
harbour is asked to notify the Race Organisers at least a week in advance so that a  
start time can be allocated

ARRIPAY  TROPHY:  the  first  monohull  boat  will  be  awarded  the  Arripay  Trophy.  Other 
individual prizes will be awarded as outlined below.

Parkstone YC Competitors: the Arripay race takes the place of the normal Saturday club racing. 
The finishing positions within the respective fleets shall count towards the appropriate race series. 

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: Sailing instructions will be made available on receipt of entry.
