Rules: The regatta will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2009 — 2012 (RRS), RYA
Prescriptions, class rules and the Parkstone Y.C. Course Book & Sailing Instructions 2009 Edition
with amendments (SlI’s).

Eligibility: This is an Open Event for the classes listed below. Entrants should be members of an
RYA affiliated club or members of the RYA.

Liability: Attention is drawn to the LIABILITY conditions on the Entry Form which must be
accepted by each entry. Competing boats must be insured for a minimum of £2,000,000 Third
Party Liability.

Registration: All competitors must register in the club office prior to the start of the first race. The
office will be open from 0900 on Sat 3rd April. Boats may be rigged on Friday 2nd.

Sailing Instructions: SI's will be issued at registration.

Entry Fee: There is no entry fee for Parkstone Y.C. Members who have entered 2010 ‘Series
Racing’. An entry fee of £20 will be charged to Non-Members and Members who have not entered
‘Series Racing'.

Starting Procedure: Committee boat or Race Platform start and finish within Poole Harbour.
Warning Signals: It is proposed to have two races per day. There will be no second race for classes

in which less than three boats start in the first race. Starts may be added or deleted depending on
the number of entries.

Prizes: Special Chocolate Easter Eggs will be awarded on Easter Monday as soon as possible after
racing.
